Coming from a broken family, Flor had
many obstacles and
hurts to overcome.
Since she began
attending, Flor has
found what it means
to be loved by her
Heavenly Father—a
love she had never
experienced before.

she allows God to work and heal her.

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OP Projects in Peru

This month we travel south
to a land that boasts of
alpacas and the Amazon River,
and is also home to one of
the wonders of the world—
Machu Picchu! With nearly
30 million people, Peru is the
4th most populous country in
South America and home to
a growing work of Orphan’s
Promise outreaches!

Orphan’s Promise is linking
arms with local Peruvian
churches to make a difference
in the lives of children in the
heart of the capitol city, Lima,
as well as in the city of Iquitos.
Currently OP is supporting 7
projects, which run year round.
Through these projects we are
serving thousands of children
through our feeding programs,
training centers, Superbook clubs
and summer schools. To date,
5,280 children have accepted
Jesus as their Savior through
OP-supported projects.

* The Global Slavery Index 2014
estimated that there are 66,300
people in modern slavery in Peru,
and the trafficking of children is on
the rise.

Breakfast Club we serve up over
3,000 plates of breakfast through 7
distribution centers in downtown
Lima! These Clubs are in urban
areas and are serving children living
in poverty, like Pablo. Our Breakfast
Club is a place of refuge for Pablo
as he has found much more than
something to eat—he has found
purpose & dignity.

This past year | traveled to Iquitos,

Peru. Sadly, Iquitos is largely known for
its child sex trafficking industry and its
growing drug abuse among children and
adolescents.As | was driven along the
main boulevard in lquitos | witnessed
firsthand as parents attempted to sell
their children for $1! This was staggering.
My heart broke as the reality of the
statistics | had heard came to life. Now
these statistics were attached to faces—
and these faces were 6, 7,and 9-years-old.

In light of this sobering encounter | am
even more passionate about our work
in Peru. Orphan’s Promise is facing this
problem straight on by reaching out to
children living in poverty by providing
food, education and mentorship. In Iquitos
we recently have opened the doors for
our second training center! Over 100
kids come in weekly to be fed physically,
emotionally, and spiritually.We also
provide them with computer training,
English’s classes, music lessons and so
much more!

Through this center, we are able to
provide warm meals 5 times a week.As

a result of our feeding program we have
had a tremendous opportunity to reach
the families of the children and even the
surrounding community.VVe are touching
lives through practical solutions in lquitos.
This truly has been a God adventure and

| have been amazed to see what He is
doing in lquitos.

Since that last trip, my heart remains

full of hope, knowing that we are

making a difference in the lives of so many
children and lives are being changed.We
are truly giving them hope, healing and
promises for tomorrow.
