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As summer approaches and our 

daily ministry to families displaced by the 
earthquake continues, we have other great 
projects already underway and a couple of 
new projects just about ready to kick-off, all 
of which will maximize our impact in  
the country. 

Orphan’s Promise has a robust ministry 
to the children of Ecuador, which begins with 
our breakfast ministry. Many of the children 
we serve come from families who struggle to 
provide adequate nutrition, so our breakfast 
program ensures that the children begin their 
days with a healthy meal and an extra helping 
of love. In the last year, we’ve served more 
than 35,000 breakfast plates and saw 536 kids 
accept Jesus as Lord and get plugged in to a 
local church! When we feed them physically, it 
opens the door for us to feed them spiritually 
as well.

In addition 
to our breakfast 
ministry, we 
continue to share 
the Good News 
through our 
summer camps 
and Vacation Bible 
School (VBS) 
ministries. Camp 

is a place where the kids can let their guards 
down and enjoy making new friends and 
learning about the love of God in a safe, 
fun environment. Our VBS programs serve 
hundreds of children and place the Bible at 
the center, as we use Scripture to teach the 
children to read and write. They learn that 
God has a plan and purpose for their lives and 
begin to explore the Bible in new, fun ways! 

We have two new programs rolling out 
right now, which have the potential to deeply 
impact the people of Ecuador. Orphan’s 
Promise has partnered with a team of 
medical professionals in Ecuador to provide 

classes and education for new and expectant 
mothers. The medical team will provide 
early-life check ups for new babies, teach the 
mothers how to care for their children, and 
provide cribs and other necessities, such as 
diapers, wipes, blankets, etc. We are so excited 
for the opportunity to begin ministering to 
families from the very earliest stages of life! 

In addition to the baby classes, our 
other new program is a partnership between 
Orphan’s Promise and a local church in 
Ecuador. In the aftermath of the earthquake, 
many families living in poverty realized that 
the few things they did own were gone. Our 
Clothing Closet initiative began as a clothing 
drive, and is now a place where families and 
children living in extreme poverty can come 
and ‘shop’ for new clothing, free of cost! We 
believe that dignity is a basic human right, and 
no one should have to live in shame because 
they don’t have decent clothing. 

God is doing great things in Ecuador 
through the ministry of Orphan’s Promise and 
you, our generous partners! Thank you for 
giving and changing lives!
